- Oral presentations: \We invite contributions to the
discussion-based conference sessions in the form of
essays. Essays should reflect on central questions and
challenges concerning global animal husbandry, and
should be 2 - 4 pages long. We particularly welcome
the perspectives of non-scientists. Accepted essays
are included in the conference proceedings. Authors of
outstanding essays are selected for oral presentations.

Posters: We invite scientific contributions in the form
of abstracts. Abstracts should contain material and
methods, a synthesis of the results and conclusions.
Abstracts must not exceed 1 page. Accepted abstracts
are included in the conference proceedings and pre-
sented as posters.

All contributions have to be written in English, must use
the templates provided at www.iaha2026.org and be
submitted via the online application.
